Course Description:  This course (NUR 220) presents the foundations of nursing care for the adult client experiencing alterations in physical health. Self awareness, self care, empathic care of others, personal growth, and professional development are considered vital components of the student experience in this course.

CLASSROOM/CLINICAL BEHAVIORS
The following policies regarding clinical and classroom behaviors have been adopted by the NUR 220 Adult Health I faculty.  This material is specific to NUR 220 only and may be different in other courses in the program.

CLINICAL


Attendance in clinical/lab experiences dressed in appropriate attire is an expected behavior.  Any absence which is taken for a reason other than illness (illness which would mandate nonattendance) or a personal/family emergency is considered an honor code violation.  Make-up of clinical experiences will be at the discretion of each course faculty.  A list of clinical/lab absences will be kept in the office of the Assistant Dean for Academic Programs and will be available to all faculty.

CLASSROOM BEHAVIORS RELATED TO ATTENDANCE


Attendance in the classroom is a minimum professional behavior and all students should be punctual for class.  If a student is late for class, he or she must wait until the next class break to enter the room. Attendance record should be signed weekly for credit of classroom attendance. 

CLASSROOM BEHAVIORS RELATED TO EXAMINATIONS

Students are expected to take an exam on the scheduled date and on time.  If the student is unable to take an examination at the scheduled date and time, he/she is responsible for notifying the exam coordinator in advance of the examination.  Students who miss a scheduled test or exam due to an excused absence may make it on the designated make-up day at midterm or the end of the semester.  Missed exams prior to midterm will be made up on the midterm date unless course faculty specify otherwise.  Make-up exams may be in another format other than multiple choices, such as discussion, short answer, etc.  Application for make-up exams will be done through the Office of Registrar, and the student’s application must be approved by the exam coordinator.  Application for a make-up must be made within five working days of the missed exam.  Application for make-up of a final must be made within 24 hours form the date of the final exam.  A fee of $25.00 will be required for each exam.  Policies and procedures specific to the make-up exam process are available through the Office of the Registrar.

H.I.P.A.A. Background Information

In 1996, Congress enacted the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act, or H.I.P.A.A.  The primary purpose was continuity of health insurance coverage if you change jobs, but it also provided standards for health information transactions and confidentiality and security of patient data.  This confidentiality portion affects the day-to-day education process of nursing students.  Permission must be received from the patient prior to ANY disclosure.

H.I.P.A.A. Enforcement 

The Privacy Rule was published in April 2001 and will be enforceable in April 2003. The Office of Civil Rights will enforce it.  There are civil penalties of $100/violation up to $25,000/year.  Criminal penalties are also possible including $50,000 and/or 1 year in prison for wrongful disclosure or $250,000 and/or 10 years in prison for the intent to sell information.

As health care providers, we all have a responsibility to uphold confidentiality for patients.  In a busy education or hospital setting it can be difficult.  Classroom discussions and clinical conferences and assignments lead to discussions of client's confidential health information.  While these oral and written discussions are acceptable in the educational setting, they are not acceptable in common areas such as the cafeteria, or in the written form without preventing the disclosure of the patient's name.  The person next to you in line could be a patient's friend, relative, or media member that is not entitled to this privileged information.  If clinical/classroom papers are lost or transmitted electronically without safeguards, the general public would have access to confidential patient information.

Confidentiality is the basis of the nurse‑patient relationship.  If the patient is uneasy about disclosing pertinent and privileged information, the ability of the nurse to provide holistic adequate care is severely compromised.  It should be made clear to the patient that this information will not be disclosed unless required by law.  The medical record is to be kept private with certain exceptions including:

‑ Treatment of minors 

‑ HIV+ Patients  
‑ Abuse of a Child or Adult

‑ Transportation Safety 

‑ Duty to report harm/wound

Policy on Drug Calculation Competency

Any student who fails to pass the quiz by the deadline will not be allowed to continue progression in the program.

Drug Calculation quizzes will be consistent in the testing of calculation skills and not pharmacology. Students may use calculators while taking drug calculation quizzes. The use of calculators to assist with drug calculations on the clinical unit will be decided by individual clinical instructors.

Students who experience difficulty with drug calculations at any point in their college performance may be referred to the Learning Resource Coordinator for remediation.

Drug Calculation quizzes will be consistent in the testing of calculation skills and not pharmacology. Students may use calculators while taking drug calculation quizzes. The use of calculators to assist with drug calculations on the clinical unit will be decided by individual clinical instructors.

Students who experience difficulty with drug calculations at any point in their college performance may be referred to the Learning Resource Center for remediation.
