SEMINAR PARTICIPATION (20%)

Students who participate in seminar do so both verbally and non-verbally.  They appear interested, on track, and eager to involve themselves within the context of discussion and activities.  They come to class having read and thought about assigned materials.  They initiate discussion and respond to classmates’ comments.  They share ideas with others, often initiating discussion, but listen attentively to opinions and points of peers.  They apply historical ideas and current political events to situations under discussion.  When debate ensues, the participant maintains an open mind and is assertive but tactful in the critique of opposing points of view. 
The following guidelines will be seminar "house rules" for the term:

1.  Preparation is expected for each seminar by every student.  Preparation involves reading and critically analyzing assigned materials, and critical writing, if assigned.  

2.  Students are expected to demonstrate professional courtesy to other class members by avoiding class disruption (such as arriving late, leaving early, exiting class prior to a break).  No cell phones. No pagers.  

3.  Students are not required to be experts, but to be active contributors.  Evidence of preparation and ability to contribute to collegial discussion and debate is expected.  (Participation point system follows).
